When
the controller screen is off (power—saving mode), press any button to wake it before operation.

e Save Current Height Setting

Four heights can be saved. Press and hold the (1], (2], (3] , or (4] button for 5 seconds until 'H1,
'H2, 'H3, or 'H4' is displayed. The current height will be saved to that button.

e Select Height Setting

Press the (1) / (2] / (3) / (4] button. The desk will move to the height that was previously set for
that button.
